1.
A completed nomination form

A letter of nomination from individual submitting nomination.  Letters of nomination should be not more than two pages and clearly written.  Letters should include information on the outstanding characteristics of the teacher being nominated along with other pertinent information.


3.
Two typed letters of nomination from a former student, former parent, colleague, or representative from a professional affiliate (AEA, juvenile justice system, content area associations, FDEA/ISEA, etc).  The committee strongly encourages you to have one of the nomination letters from a former student or parent.

· Nominations by students or their parents are restricted to teachers who students have had in previous years and not during the 2009-2010 school year.
· Teachers who have been nominated in previous years but not selected as recipients of the Golden Apple Award are eligible for nomination for the 2010 Teacher Recognition Program. 

· Former recipients of the Golden Apple Award are not eligible for recognition as part of the 2010 Webster County Teacher Recognition Program.

· The Golden Apple Nomination Committee will award the top six (6) teachers with the 2010 Golden Apple Award at a gala celebration to be held on April 27, 2010.
